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RESUMO

A presente tese discute e tenta explicitar a presengca das racionalidades substantivas no debate
socioambiental contemporaneo e nas experiéncias alema e francesa de gestdao das aguas. Para enfrentar
tamanhos desafios, recorre a matrizes epistemoldgicas e metodoldgicas centradas na complexidade dos
sistemas vivos. Aponta pistas conclusivas de que nas experiéncias de gestdo das aguas analisadas, a
presenga de alguns elementos constitutivos e constituintes das racionalidades substantivas emerge
muito mais como alavancas que obstaculos ao progresso socioambiental pleno das comunidades
envolvidas. Deixa em aberto um repertério de questdes que possibilitara o aperfeicoamento do “modelo”

de analise das experiéncias de gestdo das aguas sugerido.
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ABSTRACT

The current thesis is a civilizatory discussion about the substantive rationalities and your impact over the
contemporary socio-environmental discussion and the experiences of management of water in two
European nations: Germany and French. The epistemological and methodological strategies were
associated to the complexity of the alive systems. It concludes that the absence of substantive
rationalities in some experiences of management of water is an obstacle to the socio-environmental
progress of the communities involved. Finally the thesis will introduce new questions to improve the

analysis "model " of the experiences of management of water showed here.
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
